Complete the enclosed NCA Draft Test Entry Form for each
dog entered. Note that a copy of the dog's AKC registration
form must be included. The agreement must accompany the
entry form. Make checks payable to the Bear Mountain
Newfoundland Club. Send entries to: Lynne Anderson, 358

The test is limited to a total of 15 entries each day. There will
also be a minimum of 5 entries. Entries will be accepted
beginning with March 1, 2008 postmarks. Any entries
received or postmarked prior to March 1, 2008 will be
returned. Entries close at the Test Secretary’s home at 5:00
pm on April 1, 2008. A lottery will be used to determine the
entrants if the limit is exceeded by entries postmarked on the
same day. An alternate list will be maintained by order of the
postmarked date and a lottery used for postmarks that are the
same date. If the number of entries exceeds the limit, those
dogs not yet having passed the division entered will have
priority over re-qualifying dogs.

Eligibility:  This test is open only to purebred Newfoundland
dogs of either sex that are at least 18 months of age on the
date of the test. Dogs that have not previously passed a
Division, Single or Team, have priority in acceptance in that
division. Dogs that have passed may be entered for judging
(re-qualification) if the entry limits have not been filled. Owners
of dogs that pass the Single Division after the closing date but
prior to the test may choose to change their entry to Team
Division. Bitches in season will be tested after all other
entrants have been judged each day. Other restrictions listed
in the current NCA Draft Test Regulations also apply.

Test Site

The site is located on a large open area that is overlooking the
main show site, a large parking lot and is adjacent to the
Crowne Plaza hotel.

Equipment

the official test area.

Dogs not being tested
Dogs not being tested at the time  are not permitted in the
official Draft Test Areas. Un-entered Dogs must be kept quiet
and away from the designated test area.

Course Familiarization

As specified in the Draft test Regulations, 90 minutes before
the judging, handlers and dogs, except bitches in season, are
allowed a 30 minutes period to familiarize themselves with the
test area. Handlers may walk with their dogs on lead but not
hitched to an apparatus. Handlers will not be permitted to walk
the Maneuvering or distance freight courses after this time
period.
